NAPLAN FOR YEARS 3 & 5 STUDENTS
NEXT TUESDAY/WEDNESDAY/THURSDAY

The federal government’s NAPLAN tests will take
place in week 3 this term for students in Years
3,57, &9.

Our year 3&5 students will be guided through these
assessments with Mr McCartney.

All primary students have been looking at the format
of the 4 tests over the past couple of weeks to make
sure they feel comfortable with the format.

These tests are important for diagnostic purposes,
that is, we use the results to find areas of
development for students and teaching programs.

We try to encourage a relaxed attitude towards the
tests. There is no need for anyone (students, parents
or teachers) to get stressed or anxious about the
activity. Each session is only an hour or less spread
over 3 days.
